The Spring Individual is one of the few events that we have that allows you to win without relying on 

anyone else. This is a tee time start, and will be played from the Blue tees. Remember, all balls 

MUST be putted out or you will be disqualified. Please DO NOT post your tournament scores. All 

scores will be posted by the Tournament Committee. 

 

Another point to remember, all Closest to Pin measurements are to be made from the ACTUAL pin, 

not the edge of the hole. We have invested in tape measures that clamp around the pin, so meas-

urements should be easy. 

 

In addition to our monthly tournament, Match Play will begin in May. The pairings will be posted in 

the corridor next to Hacker’s. Those who qualified must pay their entry fee before the first round. 

Dates for the completion of each match will be posted with the pairings. 

 

In our Match Play, all players are guaranteed two rounds. If you lose your first round, you will be 

moved into the consolation bracket. If you win, you stay in the winners bracket. Whichever bracket 

you end up in, your next loss eliminates you. 

 

Posting 
 

As stated in the Men’s Club Handbook, all players are expected to post every round (except tourna-

ments). The Handicap Committee will be making random checks on postings to insure that we all 

are carrying the appropriate handicap.
